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Party Participation in Pre-University Education Reform In Both of The
Arab Republican of Egypt, England And United States of America
“ Comparative Study "
Introduction:

Political Parties are considered one of the Civic Community
Organizations, whish play an effective role in adopting and implementing
general aims and policies of its society. Education Reform is considered one
of this aims whish any country act for, in order to heighten education level
and to be the first of the world economically, socially and politically.

Due to difference of political parties ideology, and due to difference of
political and party systems, and diversity of political parties’ ways to express
of its ideology, the nature and power political parties participation in
education reform is differing to; because that political parties don’t act in
isolation of motive influences surrounding.

The Problem of the research and Assumption:

Although the Egyptian political experience has losted more than 25
years, and although transferring Egyptian country from welfare state to
institutional state and political speech call for Civic Community
Organizations included Parties to participate in planning and implementing
different policies of the state which included education also, but the
Egyptian political party participation reality indicates shortage in this
participation.

Hence, the problem of this research lies in the following major question:

How can parties’ participation be activated in Pre-University education
reform in Arab Republic of Egypt, in the light of theoretical and comparative
study at political parties in England and United States of America?

The research adopting the following major assumption:

Party Participation in Education Issues treatment may leads to more
effective contribution in Secondary Education Reform.

And the following diver assumptions:

1-  Authority alternate between Political Parties may leads to more
effective Party Participation in Secondary Education Reform.
2- Diversity of political parties’ ways to express ideology may

leads to more contribution in Secondary Education Reform.

3- Ideological diversity of political parties may leads to more
effective Party Participation in Secondary Education Reform.

The Research Method:

This research follows Beredy method in comparative study, which

comprises the following:

Description: This process implies collecting data and information, which

related with Party Participation in Secondary Education Reform in

A.R.E, England and U.S.A.
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Explanation: This process implies analysis the nature of Party
Participation in Secondary Education Reform in A.R.E, England and
U.S.A. and determining the factor affecting it.
Juxtaposition: This process implies reaching the true study assumptions
through Juxtaposing between the three comparative countries in the light
of two study access.
Comparison: This process implies being sure of true study assumptions,
through determining the elements of similarly and differing among
countries in the light of two country axis’s.

Chapter 7:  Findings and Recommendation of the research.
The research has concluded that:
First: Political parties:
Political Parties in competitive systems be more effective in their
societies than others in non-competitive systems.
Egyptian Party System can not be described as multi or competitive party
system.
Although Egyptian Political Parties adopting differing ideologies, but the
reality indicates the opposite especially with Al-Wafd and Altagmoe
Party.
Second: Secondary Education Reform:
Reform is a process that includes a chain of other process which are
Change, Development, and Modernization.
Reform includes three levels of change (Change levels): Relative
Change, Gradual Change, and Root Change.
Root educational reform usually “in most cases” is considered as a
political choice which include essential changes in the educational



strategy which translate general educational policy’s orientation of the
society.

There are a group of secondary education reforms principles which
both the Democratic and the Republican Parties agreed on in the U.S.A.
Also the Egyptian, Political parties in Egypt agreed on a group of
secondary education reform principles since both Conservative, and
Labor Parties were in difference concerning secondary education reform
principles.

Third: Political participation in reforming secondary education

Political Parties participation in reforming secondary education in
Egypt was less effective than it was in comparative countries.

Although the Egyptian political which were discussed in the study
adapted different ideologies, but their educational programs and visions
were very similar to each other and can’t reflect this ideological
differences.

The absence of authority alternation between political parties in
Egypt and its fixture in the hands of governor party make other political
parties less ambitious and less motivated to work, and that was very clear
from the weak effect of its educational participation.

The research reached a group of suggested procedures to activate
political party participation in reforming secondary Education in Egypt,
these procedures were divided into:

Suggestions concerned political parties, and parties participation in
reforming secondary education.
